1.1 Purpose of This Manual

The Basler L304k camera is the monochrome version of the L304kc camera. The purpose of this
document is to describe the properties that are unique to the L304k camera.

For a full description of the L304k camera and its capabilities, this document must be used
together with the L304kc User’s Manual (DA000721xx).

2 Specific Properties

2.1 Sensor

The L304k camera uses the Kodak KLI-4104 linear CCD with three parallel lines of pixels. In
contrast to the L304kc, however, the lines of pixels are not covered by color filters.

In the L304k camera the three lines of pixels are labelled line1, line 2 and line 3, respectively. For
reference to the L304kc User’s Manual, the following relations hold:

L304k L304kc
Line 1 Green
Line 2 Red
Line 3 Blue

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2.3 Spatial Correction
You must use the spatial correction feature in order to perfectly match the images obtained by the
sensors’s line1, line 2 and line 3.

For spatial correction, you must set the Spatial Correction Amount and Spatial Correction Direction
parameters. You can set the parameters using the Camera Configuration Tool Plus (CCT+) or by
write commands from within your own application.

2.4 Color Shift Correction

Caution
Do not use the color shift correction feature.

If you enable the color shift correction feature poor image quality will result.
