Discontinuation Note for the A200 Series 
 
 
Dear Customer, 
 
This is to notify you that in nine months from now, all cameras in the Basler A200 
series will be discontinued. Due to the ongoing demand for improved image quality, 
reliability, and price, the A200 camera series, including the A201b, the A202k, and all 
variants, has reached the end of its product life cycle. Therefore we must announce 
that: 
 

The last time buy is July 30, 2010 
 
As replacement cameras, we offer the pilot 1000-48gm and the pilot 1000-48gc, which 
use the same sensor as the A202k/kc, but have a different housing size. We also offer 
the aviator 1000-120km and aviator 1000-120kc, which have slightly smaller pixels and 
housings very similar to the A202k/kc. A migration guide to support the move from the 
A202k/kc to the aviator is attached. 
 
To meet our responsibility as an OEM supplier, we will maintain a safety stock level of 
the affected cameras. The safety stock will be used for warranty and repair purposes 
as well as for field replacement cameras.
